Introduction

Te Mangai Paho funds content for broadcast that promotes te reo Maori and Maori
culture, and under Te Ture mo te reo Maori aims to protect te reo Maori as a taonga under
Te Tiriti o Waitangi. Our aim is to indiginise Aotearoa’s content experience and though the
content we fund we hope to achieve this.

Te Mangai Paho is committed to supporting the Maori media sector and collectively
improving the outcomes of the Maihi Karauna, the Crown's strategy for Maori language
revitalisation. Our role in that is to ensure te reo Maori, tikanga Maori and Maori culture is
reflected in the media to build greater awareness, appreciation of te reo Maori, values,
practices and views within Aotearoa.

The Crown'’s strategy for Maori language revitalisation has three audacious goals by 2040:

e Goal 1. Eighty-five per cent of New Zealanders (or more) will value te reo
Maori as a key part of national identity;

e Goal 2: One million New Zealanders (or more) will have the ability and
confidence to talk about at least basic things in te reo Maori;

e Goal 3: One hundred and fifty thousand Maori aged 15 and over will use te
reo Maori as much as English by 2040.

All content initiatives in response to this RFP should contribute to achieving these goals.

Purpose

Te Mangai Paho seeks 3 page proposals (Stage 1of 2) for the creation of:

1. Fluent content (100% Te reo Maori) for tamariki
2. Fluent content (70-100% te reo Maori) for rangatahi
3. Receptive content (30-70% te reo Maori) for rangatahi

to distribute via established platforms with marketing and distribution support, or
platforms that have an established audience with a marketing and distribution plan
attached. We hope to serve two distinct target audiences with content across multiple
platforms that champion te reo and tikanga Maori, that use te reo and tikanga Maori in
innovative, accessible ways to encourage widespread use of te reo Maori for tamariki and
rangatahi.

e The assessment criteria will prioritise higher fluency content proposals.

Te Mangai Paho will allocate up to $6m (but reserves to its sole discretion the right to
distribute a higher or lesser amount in this funding round.) of its 2023/24 contestable
funding to support the creation of content for tamariki and rangatahi across Aotearoa.

This contestable funding opportunity is available to both previously funded, tamariki and
rangatahi content with proven audience appeal, and new, innovative content for online
and emerging platforms.

e Applicants with platform support, and an established audience will be prioritised.
o The expectation is that each application has a primary and secondary
platform for the content and that it be available for distribution on other

unrelated platforms.

o All content will also be broadcast via Whakataa Maori if Whakataa Maori is
neither your primary or secondary platform after the exclusivity period has
ended.

e Evidence of platform co-investment, marketing support relevant and specific to
the idea is encouraged and will also be an advantage.

e Proposals that leverage other resources (waiata reo Maori etc) and agencies for
better promotion of the te reo Maori outcomes will be prioritised.

e Alimit of two proposals per target audience, per production company. (a total limit
of four applicantions per production company)

Request for Proposals

We are looking for proposals that champion te reo Maori and our criteria:
e Content proposals are submitted by companies who have a commitment to te reo

Maori themselves.

e Arelevant pou tiaki reo is involved throughout ideation and has expertise specific
to the proposal that will provide meaningful consultation throughout the project.

e On screen te reo Maori outcomes and processes ensuring its quality, and
accessibility are clearly outlined in the proposal, including a breakdown of
projected te reo Maori use per episode.

e Attracting audience numbers is prioritised through marketing and distribution
planning.

e |dentify the audience the Maori language content is being produced for.

e Ensure that the content is available on platforms that tamariki/ rangatahi use.

e Take into account the needs and preferences of children participating in te reo
Maori immersion education, and all persons learning te reo Maori

Te Mangai Paho does not intend to fund Apps or Platforms through this funding initiative.

For Tamariki content we are looking for:
e Innovative, relevant, engaging and genuine use of te reo Maori; kia rekareka, kia
auaha te whakamahinga o te reo!
e Proposals that leverage other resources and agencies specific to Tamariki
e Projects with supported educational outcomes and framework will be prioritised
e Innovative ideas that engage tamariki on appropriate platforms
e Clearly identified target audience

Projects must keep the safety of tamariki as talent, or as an audience at the forefront. This
should be thoroughly thought about in relation to production, marketing, online
distribution, and privacy.

For Rangatahi content we are looking for:
e Innovative, relevant, engaging and genuine use of te reo Maori; kia rekareka, kia
auaha te whakamahinga o te reo!
e Proposals that have cut through
e Content that is relevant, and reflect the lives of rangatahi
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e Proposals that have an understanding on how to reach their target audience
e Innovative ideas that aim to engage rangatahi on multiple platform

3 page (between 2-5 pages) proposals should be a ‘selling document’ and provide a
succinct and compelling description of your initiative so as to hold an assessor’s interest,
anything submitted over 5 pages will be penalised.
